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PRESIDENT'S REPORT

Hello everyone and welcome to all our new members. I'd like to address the first part of this
report to our new members. There are probably a few areas that you are unsure about, so |
thought I'd explain a few things to you.

®  When you first join the club with your puppy faged less than 16 weeks) you go to puppy
class. When the pup reaches 16 weeks, you get promoted to class 1A (red dot).

®  When you join the club with & dog aged over 16 weeks, you go to Orentation class which
goes far one session only, where you will be given a ‘crash course’ on club rules and be taught
the basics of positive dog training. After this lesson, you will be promoted to 1A {or higher in
some special cases).

® Fach class has a criteria that must be met in order to achieve promation to the next class.
Flease don't expect that if the person who joined the same day as you gets promoted that you
will also be promoted. Every comhbination of dog and handler progresses through the classes at
their own rate, depending on how well the criteria are achieved. It shouldn't be a race to see
who gets promoted, as it is in your best interest to get the foundations of each level correct
before moving on to the next level.

® Please make sure that if you are promoted, you get your new coloured dot and have your
name marked off the client list as having been promoted. This way, we can track your progress,
The coloured dots represent the class you are in and also correspond to the coloured flag of
that class. (i.e. 1B blue dot follows blue flag).

| hope this has helped our new members with some of our procedures but if you are still
unsure, please feel free to ask one of your instructars,

For the members who are considering entering our Members Competition an 22" April
{entry farm is included with your Hot Dog), the closing date for your entry is Sunday 8 April
{Easter Sunday), which means they can only be handed in personally on Sunday 150 April as
there is no training on the 8 Entries, however, may be posted to our PO Box but must
reach us by 8t April. We cannot allow any late entries as catalogues have to be printed with
the list of entries and the order they are placedin the trial ring. So, please get your entries in
eatly and good luck to you all.
